OPENING DAY EXCITEMENT

in break out Zoom sessions to discuss why groups may be
disproportionately impacted and develop possible solutions.

Other presentations included updates on the college, tenure
celebration, cyber security, Guided Pathways, budget, Title IX,
DSP&S, and psychological services.

Every year on Opening Day, Dr. Bennett presents
this award to a dedicated and hardworking employee.

FALL REOPENING PLAN UPDATE

Based on the current increase in COVID-19 cases in our
region and the recent feedback from the Fresno County Health
Department, all our science labs are currently online through
September 7. By the first week of September, we will re-
evaluate the current state and local guidelines to govern our
decision about offering any on-ground lab sessions later in the
semester. The science faculty have been incredibly flexible and
have planned for this adjustment to online. Two Mechatronics
classes are currently on-ground. These courses have small
student enrollment and are held in a large, open classroom with
signage to remind students to social distance, wash hands,
and wear a face covering. Students and faculty will follow strict
safety protocols recommended by the Fresno County Health
Department.
