CCC’s women’s team placed 9th overall in the State at the
3C2A Championships with 33 points. Rhiannon also qualified for
the USATF U20 National Championships in Eugene, OR on
June 12-13. If she makes the National Team through this meet

she will represent the United States at the World Athletics U20
Championships in Lima, Peru in August. The 28th Annual Kiwanis
Torch of Excellence Awards Banquet was May 1st. We had

53 student-athletes recognized with at least a 3.2 GPA, which
represents roughly half of our entire student-athlete population.
Kaya Jensen from women’s soccer was our Female Scholar-Athlete
of the Year (4.0 GPA) and Sal Renteria from men'’s cross country
and track & field was our Male Scholar-Athlete (3.67 GPA). Also,

31 student-athletes graduated or received a certificate at
Commencement on May 17.
